Formerly known as Ranch Horse Pleasure, the Ranch Riding class is designed to showcase the movement, attitude
and versatility of the working horse. The horse’s performance should simulate a horse riding outside the confines of
an arena and that of a working ranch horse. The horse’s ability to move at a forward, working speed while under the
control of the rider should be showcased. Primary considerations in evaluating the Ranch Riding include the overall
manners and responsiveness of the horse while performing the required maneuvers, and the horse’s quality of
movement. Clinician Debbie Cooper has spent a lifetime in the horse industry and has trained and/or shown multiple
World, Congress and NRHA Champions, as well as showing an Open Junior Ranch Riding World Finalist. Debbie’s
clinics are designed with “success in the show pen” as a goal, and as a clinician, Debbie always shares pointers from
a judge’s perspective.

INTERPRETATION
I.  The Arizona National Show Committee reserves the final and absolute right to interpret all rules and
regulations, arbitrarily settle and determine all matters, questions and differences in regard to or arising
out of or connected with this Show, and the right to amend or to add to these rules as it determines is
necessary. An exhibitor who violates any of the rules will forfeit all privileges and premiums and will be
subject to such penalty as the Show Committee may order. The Arizona National Livestock Show
assumes no responsibility for the correctness of any description given in the Premium List.

LIABILITY

2. All exhibitors will be under the control and direction of the Show Management, but Arizona National
Livestock Show, Inc. or its officers, directors, agents, or employees or the City of Scottsdale or its
officers, directors, agents or employees will in no case be responsible for any loss, injury or damage that
may occur. Each exhibitor will be solely responsible for any loss, injury or damage that may occur to
him or his officers, agents, employees, or animals during the Show. The exhibitor shall indemnify the
Show against any and all legal proceedings in regard to the above and against damage or injury to any
other person or property, caused by the exhibitor, his officers, agents, employees, or animals.

FACILITY RULES

3. Exhibitors must comply with all rules, regulations and policies of WestWorld of Scottsdale as
published herein. Copies are also available from WestWorld and at the Horse Show Office onsite.

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS as Required by WestWorld

4. Effective July 1, 2014: A negative Coggins, dated within the previous twelve (12) months, must
accompany ALL horses brought onto WestWorld property.

5. A Health Certificate, dated within the previous thirty (30) days, must be presented for any horse
originating outside of Arizona. Horses residing outside of the state and traveling into Arizona for
these shows must have a health certificate dated within 30 days of the first show day.

6. WestWorld staff, and horse show staff representatives will be conducting random inspections, both upon
entry and during the event. Even if you are not asked for documentation upon entry please have such
available upon request during your stay. Any refusal or inability to produce such documents will result in
immediate expulsion of the horse(s) in question from the grounds. Any horse showing signs or
fever/illness/stress is subject to examination by horse show officials and/or the horse show veterinarian,
who may, at their sole discretion, place the horse in quarantined stabling or take further action if deemed
necessary.

ENTRIES

8. Competition is open to the world, except in Divisions where otherwise stated. Entries must be made on the
current Arizona National Horse Show entry forms. (Photocopied forms are accepted) See specific Show
information for entry deadlines.

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9. Checks for entry and other fees are to be made payable to Arizona National.
10. The management is not responsible for errors made on entry forms. Overpayments on entry fees of
$15 or less will NOT be refunded.

11. Exhibitors must ascertain when their entries will be shown. Exhibitors and horses must be in the ring
promptly after being called. Exhibitors failing to comply with this rule may have their entry excluded
from competition.

12. If an exhibitor chooses not to show in a class, he/she must notify the Show Secretary before the class is
called.

13. The act of entering classes is the giving of consent that any proceedings or disciplinary action taken by
the Arizona National may be shared with other fairs, livestock shows and organizations of fairs and
livestock shows.

CHECKS AND SERVICE FEES
14. Returned checks must be replaced with certified funds and include a $50 service fee.
15. A late fee of 1% per month will be charged on all accounts not paid within 30 days.

CONDUCT

16. An exhibitor who attempts to interfere with or influence judges in any way or publicly expresses
disapproval of judges’ decisions in the arena or on the grounds, will be guilty of conduct unbecoming
of an exhibitor. The exhibitor will forfeit all premiums and will be excluded from further competition.

JUDGES

17. Decisions of Judges are final. If fraud, misrepresentation, error or collusion is discovered, the Show
Management or appointed referee may change final placement.

PROTESTS

18. A written protest must be delivered to the Horse Show Superintendent within six (6) hours of a
protested occurrence. A $250 deposit must accompany the protest made through a Money Order. The
deposit will be forfeited if the protest is not sustained. Protests will be adjudicated by the Arizona
National Show Committee, whose decision is final.

DOGS

19. Dogs must be kept on a leash at all times. Owners MUST have a veterinarian’s certificate which shows
the rabies vaccination date for each dog. Dogs found loose on the grounds are subject to being
impounded.

PHOTOGRAPHS

20. The Arizona National reserves the right to use any and all photographs and films taken during the
Show for publicity purposes.

FEED AND SUPPLY

21. A complete Feed and Bedding Store operates during the Show. Feed Store bills must be settled with the
Feed Store. The Feed Store can be reached by calling (480) 312-6814.

STALLS AND BEDDING

22. Stalls must be reserved by December 15 with a completed Stall Reservation Form including full
payment as shown below. In addition to the stall fee, stalls used for horses (and not tack stalls) must be
bedded with two (2) bags of shavings purchased from the WestWorld feed and bedding store.

23. Import of shavings to WestWorld is prohibited. If shavings are imported, a fine of $250.00 and/or
eviction from WestWorld will be imposed.

24. The fee for a tack stall is the same as for a horse stall. Stall fees are $50 per horse the first nightand
$25 per horse per night each additional night.

No horse may arrive earlier than 9:00 am, Wednesday, January 4, 2017.

Stall reservations are due by December 15. Early arrivals (prior to January 4) must make additional
arrangements directly with WestWorld Operations (480-312-6802) at least 5 days prior to arrival.

If bedding is not pre-ordered, exhibitors renting stalls must check in at the feed and bedding office upon
arrival to make arrangements for delivery and payment of bedding. Bedding can be pre-ordered from Feed
& Bedding by calling (480) 312-6814.

There is a maximum of one (1) horse per stall.

Stall cancellations must be received in writing and cancellations received by December 20 will receive a
refund of the amount paid less $25 per stall cancellation fee. Stall refunds requested for cancellations after
December 20 may be granted ONLY if the Executive Director is notified prior to the first day of the Show
due to the horse’s lack of serviceability, and a qualified veterinarian’s statement is provided indicating the
lack of soundness or serviceability of the horse. Stall cancellations may be mailed or faxed to the Arizona
National office at (602) 257-9190. Refunds will be mailed by February 15. If you cancel any stalls and do
not receive a refund by March 1, please call the Arizona National Office (602) 258-8568.

Exhibitors will be responsible for any repair bills for stalls occupied by exhibitor and charged to Arizona
National by WestWorld. Do not use any nails or screws in stall area. Each hole found in a stall will result
in a $25fine.

Charges for tack stalls will NOT be split between different exhibitors.

Trainers with multiple stall reservations must list the names of horse owners on the entry form for stalls
to be assigned together.

MOTOR HOMES AND TRAILERS

WESTWORLD FACILITY RULES

The City of Scottsdale and WestWorld management shall enforce the following rules and regulations.

Other personal property or belongings left at WestWorld, if unclaimed after
ninety (90) days, will become the sole property of City.

User will be responsible for any and all damage to the facilities and all portions thereof, excluding normal
wear and tear. City reserves the right to repair damage and to invoice user for cost of such repair.
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Any accident, regardless of nature, is to be immediately reported to WestWorld management and/or
security personnel.

Sales and distribution of food and beverage or other commercial activities are not permitted.

Any unauthorized use of City facilities and/or utilities is prohibited.

Alcoholic beverages are not permitted on the premises unless provided by City or itscontract
vendors. Alcohol is not to be brought in or removed from WestWorld property.

Open cooking or campfires are prohibited.

The use of electric, open flame or space heaters is prohibited unless specifically approved, in
writing, by City.

Disposal of trash or solid waste materials is allowed in designated areas or receptacles only.
Dumping of gray water is prohibited. If gray water is dumped on WestWorld property, a fine of
$100.00 will be imposed.

Federal and City laws and regulations prohibit washing of trailers, RVs, and vehicles on WestWorld
property without the prior written consent of City.

Firearms are not allowed.
Fireworks or explosives cannot be brought onto City property.
Pets are to be kept on leashes at all times.

Horseback riding is permitted on established trails or in posted available arenas only. For trail riding
safety, a minimum of two (2) riders is recommended. Users shall obey all regulatory signs.

Horses are not to be turned loose on the property or in the arenas, nor are they to be tied to any
structure not specifically designated for this purpose.

Horses are to be ridden in stable area at a walk.

Under no circumstances is smoking permitted in the stall areas.

Alcohol consumption in the stall areas is not permitted.

Motor vehicles are prohibited within stable facilities except to load/unload horses, tack or feed.
Overnight parking is not allowed, except in RV or other specifically designated areas

Area traffic and parking signs are to be observed at all times, including posted speed limits. The
posted speed limit on the main access road is 25 mph. All other roads are posted at 15 mph.

Designated fire lanes are to be kept clear at all times. Vehicles in unauthorized areas may be towed at
owner’s eXpense.

WestWorld visitors and facility users may not post or exhibit any printed material such as posters,
signs or advertisements.

City management reserves the right to evict from the property anyone displaying inappropriate
behavior, drunkenness, disobeying the Rules & Regulations, or creating excessive noise or
disturbance.

Arena lights are to be extinguished by 11:00 pm. Exceptions may be made with the prior written
approval of WestWorld management.

Facility users and visitors must comply with all environmental laws, rules and regulations.

City reserves the right to use the name, image, photograph, likeness or any other reproduction, taken or
acquired by City, of any visitor or facility user, for publicity purposes of City without notifying or
compensating individuals therein.

1. The Arizona National Quarter Horse Show will be governed by AQHA rules according to the current
AQHA Rule Book.

AzQHA points for this Show will count for the 2017 year end awards.

3. A copy of the AQHA registration certificate is required and must list the same owner as shown on the entry
form.

4. For Performance Halter entries, a copy of the AQHA Register of Merit in the appropriate division is
required and must be sent in with the entry form.
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5. Show Management will inspect membership cards or photocopies prior to accepting entries in an AQHA
class. In order to show, an exhibitor must present a current membership card or purchase a membership
from the Show Secretary. Non-AQHA classes including 13 & under and Walk/Trot classes do not require
membership except for state points.

6. A $5 show processing/drug testing fee per horse per judge will be collected and forwarded to AQHA.

7. Every rider competing in an Amateur or Novice Amateur class must possess a current Amateur card issued
by AQHA which may be obtained at the Show Office.

8. Youth & Novice Youth Exhibitors must be members of AQHYA (National). Membership may be obtained
in the Show Office.

9. The 13 & Under and Walk/Trot classes are not AQHA approved and count for state AZQHY A points only.

10. Walk/Trot Classes are for riders 10 & Under. Horse need not be a Quarter Horse.

STALLS

11. Stalls must be reserved and paid for by December 15. Please see Stalls Section of the General Horse Show
rules for specific regulations.

12. Exhibitors will be responsible for any repair bills for stalls occupied by exhibitor and charged to Arizona
National by WestWorld. Do not use any nails or screws in stall area, each hole isa
$25 fine.

13. A grounds fee of $25.00 per horse will be charged for haul-in horses (horses without a stall). For horses
entered in only youth classes, the grounds fee will be $10.00 per horse.

14. Stall cancellations must be received in writing and cancellations received by December 20 will receive a

refund of the amount paid less $25 per stall cancellation fee. Stall refunds requested for cancellations after
December 20 may be granted ONLY if the Executive Director is notified prior to the first day of the Show
due to the horse’s lack of serviceability, and a qualified veterinarian’s statement is provided indicating the
lack of soundness or serviceability of the horse. Stall cancellations may be mailed or faxed to the Arizona
National office at (602) 257-9190. Refunds will be mailed by February 15. If you cancel any stalls and do
not receive a refund by March 1, please call the Arizona National Office (602) 258-8568.

As per Arizona State 4-H Horse Show Rules: Beginning January 1, 2015, Arizona 4-H will require that
an industry approved ASTM/SEI equestrian helmet be worn by all exhibitors when they are mounted on
a horse and participating in any local club, county, state or national horse event/activity/project
meeting/riding practice operating under the sponsorship of the Arizona 4-H Program.

3. Exhibitors must complete 4-H/FFA Horse Show entries by December 10, Entries are ONLINE ONLY
(anls.fairwire.com). Exhibitors submitting complete entries by November 15 will receive an ANLS
Exhibitor T-Shirt.

4. Only one rider per horse per class.

5. In accordance with 4-H/FFA rules, only 4-H/FFA members will be allowed to ride/exercise their horses on
the grounds.

6. Stallions may NOT be entered in any 4-H/FFA Horse Show classes.

7. Show Management reserves the right to cancel or change classes and address any safety issues. Show
management decisions are final.

9. For Western, English, Gymkhana and Roping entries, late entries or substitutions will be allowed after the
December 10 entry deadline with a $5.00 per class late fee. Day of Show entries may be accepted until 8:00
am with a $10.00 per class late fee.

10. No refunds will be made after entries close. Refund of class fees and stall fees will be granted ONLY if the
Chairman is notified prior to 8:00 am the day of the class being dropped due to the horse’s lack of
serviceability, and a qualified veterinarian's statement is provided which indicates the lack of soundness or
serviceability of the horse. Exhibitor fees are NOT refundable.

11. All fees must accompany entries and be submitted during the online entry process.
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12. Exhibitors entered by November 15 will receive an ANLS Exhibitor T-Shirt. Exhibitors entering after the
November 15 deadline will still pay the exhibitor fee, but will not receive a T-Shirt.

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS as Required by WestWorld

13. Effective July 1, 2014: A negative Coggins, dated within the previous twelve (12) months, must
accompany ALL horses brought onto WestWorld property.

14. A Health Certificate, dated within the previous thirty (30) days, must be presented for any horse
originating outside of Arizona. Horses residing outside of the state and traveling into Arizona for
these shows must have a health certificate dated within 30 days of the first show day.

15. WestWorld staff, and horse show staff representatives will be conducting random inspections, both upon
entry and during the event. If you are not asked for documentation upon entry please have such available
upon request during your stay. Any refusal or inability to produce such documents will result in immediate
expulsion of the horse(s) in question. Any horse showing signs or fever/iliness/stress is subject to
examination by horse show officials and/or the horse show veterinarian, who may, at their sole discretion,
place the horse in quarantined stabling or take further action if deemed necessary.

21. Awards are given for 1st place. Rosettes are awarded for 1st through 10th place in all classes.

22. Junior and Senior Hi-Point and Reserve Hi-Point awards are given in each division. These divisions are
Roping (100 classes), Gymkhana (200 classes), English (300 classes), and Western (400 classes).

23. Awards include Hi-Point Buckles and Reserve Hi-Point Bronc Halters sponsored through the Arizona
National.

Only contestants and contest officials are
permitted in the Horse Judging Contest
area for the duration of the contest.

While the judging and reasons portions of the
contest are in progress, there will be no
communication between contestants, between
contestants or coaches, or between a
contestant and anyone else except as directed
by the chairman or his representatives. Failure
to abide by this regulation may result in
disqualification of the contestant.

Cell phones, pagers and other
communication devices are NOT allowed.
Failure to abide by this regulation may result
in disqualification of the contestant.

Placing cards will be provided. Contestants
must provide their own writing materials.
Clipboards, notebooks, notepads and papers
must be clean and free from any written
marks. Contestants may not have in their
possession horse judging manuals, texts, or
lists of terms. If pattern classes are judged,
contestants will be provided copies of the
pattern(s). Violation of this rule may result in
disqualification of the contestant.

A group leader will be placed in charge of
each group of contestants.

Cards that are blank,
illegible, or marked with more than one
placing will receive a zero score.

Contestants will have two minutes to give
their reasons to the official. Reasons that
exceed the two minute limit will be
penalized. Contestants will not be offered
their placing cards upon entering the reasons
room. Contestants will not be permitted to
use their notes while giving reasons.

Rule violations will cause disqualification,
forfeiture of all awards, and the possibility of
being barred from future competition.
