HORSE HEALTH REGULATIONS: All horses exhibited must have a Certificate of 
Veterinary Inspection issued by a licensed and accredited veterinarian within 30 days of 
entry to the Sioux Empire Fair. 
 
 
All Horses originating from outside the state of South Dakota must have a negative EIA 
test within the past twelve (12) months prior to entry to the Sioux Empire Fair Horse 
Show. The Applicable testing information must appear on the Certificate of Veterinary 
Inspection. 
 
 
Health Papers will be collected when registering for the show at the horse show office. 
The papers will be returned to the exhibitor at the end of the show, when payment is 
made.
